Lillie vt apela tuk.
Lillie helped her.

Ofi mut kopoli tuk kiyo.
That dog did not bite him.

Word Meaning: ofi (o-fih) = dog
vt (aht) = subject marker

apela (ah-peh-lah) = help

tuk (tohk) = past tense marker
mut (maht) = that/those

kopoli (koh-poh-lin) = bite

Kiyo (key-yoh) = not
