Mäto käta? 
Who’s that or Who is that? 

 

Word Meaning: 

Yämmät (yahm-maht) = that 

Käta (kah-tah) = who 

Mäto (mah-toh) = that 

 

Note:  “Yämmäto” means “that” also, and it can be 

shortened to “mäto.”
