Hächi yoshoba tuk o? 

Did you (all) get lost? 

 

Word Meaning:  li (lih) = I 

hächi (hah-che) = you (all) 

pisa (pehn-sah) = saw 

tuk (tohk) = past tense marker 

yoshoba (yoh-shoh-bah) = lost
